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Childhood obesity has more than tripled in the
past 30 years.

The percentage of children aged 6-11 years in
the United States who were obese increased
from 7% in 1980 to nearly 20% in 2008. Similarly,
the percentage of adolescents aged 12-19 years
who were obese increased from 5% to 18% over
the same period.

In 2008, more than one third of children and
adolescents were overweight or obese.

Our Junior League’s Kids in the Kitchen initiative aims to continue making an impact in this area by edu-
cating the public at the grassroots level regarding solutions to address childhood obesity. Junior Leagues
across the Association will provide lessons and demonstrations related to preparation of healthy meals
and snhacks that are tasty, easy to prepare and affordable.

Last year, Junior League of Lancaster Kids in the Kitchen held 12 events and served over 2,500 children
and adults. Events included after-school programs, family wellness nights, Lancaster YMCA, School Dis-
trict of Lancaster Spring Parent Academy, Amazing Wellness Fair at Clipper Stadium, Girls on the Run
5K, and Aaron's Acres.

This year along with repeating many events from last year, we have partnered with Lancaster Rec and
will be in 12 elementary schools in the School District of Lancaster serving Lancaster Rec's after school
programs. So far we have been to Washington, Price, Burrowes and Buchanan Elementary Schools serv-
ing more than 80 children!
